2. Juniors: A 2-3 page summary of your summer research will be collected on the first day of class. This summary should be an overview of the following: 1. the work that was done, 2. the hypothesis that was tested or goal that was set, 3. the data that was collected, 4. the findings that were concluded, 5. and the significance of the work. 

Seniors: A COMPLETE draft of your research paper will be collected on the first day of class. It must contain all of the appropriate sections and meet all of the criteria in the attached rubric. The focus of the beginning of the school year will be on you and your submission to the REGENERON Science Talent Search. 

General overview of work that should be completed during the summer months: 

Sophomores without a mentor- Your summer work is to find a mentor by reading journal articles and sending out e-mails. When you secure a mentor, you should start designing an experiment.
Sophomores with a mentor- Your summer work is to complete your experimental design, continue reading journal articles and get into the lab to collect data. You should plan to enter WESEF next year.  If data collection is completed over the summer, you should also plan to enter WR-JSHS, Tri-County, and GENIUS. A rough draft of your 12-20 page research paper will be due on the first day of school. 
Juniors- Your summer work is to complete your experimental design, continue reading journal articles and get into the lab to collect data.  You must enter WR-JSHS, GENIUS, ACORDA, Tri-County and WESEF next year. Your 12-20 page research paper will be due on the first day of school.
